Robert McKeveny has been selected for induction 
into the MA Athletic Hall of Fame as a Lifetime 
Contributor. 
Following the undefeated NYS Champion Boys’ 
Basketball Team of 1992, Bob arrived in Seneca 
Falls becoming the new Knight School Principal. 
Over the years, his own children attended schools 
in Seneca Falls and participated on various teams. 
Bob later became the middle school principal 
which later led to his selection as District 
Superintendent.  Bob has always supported the 
athletic endeavors of the district and has whole-
heartedly supported the creation and efforts of the 
MA Athletic Hall of Fame, recognizing the 
importance and value of honoring the rich athletic 
history of Mynderse. He has noted that our 
induction ceremonies have allowed the 
community to remember and cherish all that has 
been accomplished. Bob has recently retired.  
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Through the initiative of  Rod Verkey, the Mynderse Athletic Hall of Fame was created in 2009. Rod recognized the rich 
athletic history of Mynderse and envisioned an athletic hall of fame that would celebrate those teams, athletes and 
coaches from past years.  But the establishment of the athletic hall was not an easy one.  Rod petitioned the Seneca Falls 
Board of Education a few times before the governing board of the school district finally granted permission.  In fairness, 
the Board of Education was never opposed to the concept of an athletic hall; rather, they wished to have an organization 
that would also honor notable graduates of Mynderse. 

With the Board permission secured, Rod set out to create the HOF Committee with four of the current eight member 
Committee still serving today.  The Committee created a constitution and assigned duties.  Shortly following this initial 
setup, the first discussion of the inaugural class began.  That first class saw ten athletes and coaches inducted. The first 
team inducted was the undefeated and un-scored upon 1946 football team. Since that first year, the constitution allows 
for a maximum of five athletes per year.  
Over the next nine years, many more athletes and teams have been inducted  (a listing of all Hall of Fame members and 
teams can be found on the next page). 
Each year the Hall conducts its annual induction ceremony on the Sunday of Columbus Day weekend.  Mynderse fans 
have expressed their pleasure with this annual ceremony and related weekend activities.  Memorabilia from past teams 
and athletes has been put on display each year, highlighting our inductees’ athletic successes. 

During our first decade, the Seneca Falls School District provided a permanent display for all HOF members.  Included 
in a recent renovation of the Baker Gymnasium entry, architects designed a section to permanently display Mynderse 
athletic members. However, as years passed, this area became over populated with member plaques. 

In 2017, the 1970 football team made a very generous 
donation to expand the permanent display.  Today, all HOF 
members and teams have their plaques on display. (left photo) 

The Committee has also developed a bi-annual newsletter 
which is mailed to all members attempting to keep everyone 
informed of Hall activities. 
The HOF Committee is looking forward to the next ten years.

CCCAN’T MAKE IT TO THE INDUCTION? 

 If you’ve ever wondered how a person or team gets selected for induction, here’s the complete process. First, an 
athlete, coach, contributor or team needs to be nominated. This is a simple step.  Basically, all you need to do to make 
a nomination is to provide the name of the person and their address. If it’s a team, all you need to provide is the sport 
and year. If you have ever been reluctant to submit a nomination because you do not have the athletic accomplishments 
of the team or individual, please re-consider, you don’t need to submit this information. 
When the HOF Committee receives a nomination, it sends an information request to the individual (or family, if the 
nominee is deceased). The nominated individual then needs to complete the information request by providing all 
their athletic accomplishments while at Mynderse and subsequent years. When the Committee receives the nominee’s 
information, he or she is officially entered into the “nomination pool” (a listing of all athletes and teams in that pool 
can be found below). 
Each year, the Committee reviews all the teams and athletes in the nomination pool. During the month of June, the 
Committee concludes their reviews and selects the 5 athletes and/or coaches for induction that year. At the June 
meeting, the Committee may also select a team, Lifetime Contributor and Pre-Title IX female athlete for induction. 
The rest of the nominees remain in the nomination pool for future induction consideration. Once again, the Committee 
reviews all individuals and teams in the nomination pool each year.  
If you know of a great Mynderse athlete, coach, lifetime contributor, or team that isn’t on the list below, PLEASE 
NOMINATE THEM. If they are already on the list it is NOT necessary to re-nominate them.
